Many
grandmothers are active in the Hadassah Foundation, which works on behalf of girls and women in Israel and the United States. One of the most striking examples of Jewish philanthropy at work is MachsomWatch, an organization of Jewish Israeli grandmothers who monitor West Bank checkpoints to insure that the Palestinians who pass through are
treated humanely by the Israel Defense Forces.
